	· Gas Card for up to $80 for the duration of participation
	· Complete CVTR form and submit to DTA caseworker for Access to Jobs Program



	
	· I live in the Greenfield area, cannot take public transit and I do not have access to a car


	· Transportation to  public transit or to the program for the duration of the program

	Job Search/Job Readiness (must complete four services over at least two days per week)

	· Does not matter which transportation option you use
	· Transportation reimbursement check for $20 per week for the duration of the program
	· Report your job search/job readiness activities to your job specialist on a weekly basis

	Employed current or former recipient

	· I can take public transit
	· Up to $80 in Commuter Checks per month to pay for public transit for up to six months depending on case close status 
	· Complete CVTR form and submit to DTA caseworker for Access to Jobs Program



	Employed current recipient

	· I cannot take public transit but I have a valid license and do not own a car
	· Car Ownership Program (i.e. used vehicle, tax, insurance and registration for one year)
	· Complete CVTR form, Car Ownership Program Application and submit to DTA caseworker for Access to Jobs Program
