Overview

In July 2018, Governor Baker signed the State Fiscal Year (SFY) 2019
budget which included funds for the Healthy Incentives Program (HIP). This
will allow the Department to continue HIP beyond the summer growing
season.

The duration of HIP is contingent upon funds. Although the Department
continues to seek alternate funding sources, it is possible the program will

only be available for certain periods of time throughout the year. For regular
updates regarding the status of HIP, visit www.mass.gov/HIP.
