Overview Simplified Reporting is a certification type that allows for reduced reporting
requirements for clients and reduced actions for DTA. To further these goals,
effective September 4 the Department will be eliminating SIMP-6. Able-
Bodied Adults Without Dependents (ABAWD) will move to Simplified
Reporting — 12 Months (SIMP-12) on a rolling basis as they are recertified.

Purpose The purpose of this Online Guide Transmittal is to advise staff of updated
Online Guide content related to ABAWD reporting requirements and the
elimination of SIMP-6.
