Re: SNAP: SNAP Work Requirement Medical Report form

Overview The SNAP Work Requirement Medical Report form may be used to verify
that a SNAP client is exempt from the General and/or ABAWD Work
Requirements because he or she is unfit for work due to one or more of the
following situations:

e Pregnancy;

e Participation in a vocational or rehabilitation program;

e Participation in mental health counseling;

e Participation in a drug or alcohol treatment program; and

e A mental or physical illness which reduces the individual’s ability to
financially support him or herself.

Purpose This Transmittal advises staff that references to the SNAP Work Requirement
Medical Report form have been updated throughout several Online Guide
pages. Previously, this form was referred to as the SNAP Work Program
Requirement Medical Report form.
